It may be connected
with the fact that lots of people use smart pens, digital
textbooks and tech backpacks for both entertaining and
studying while noise-cancelling headphones can be
replaced by wireless headphones.

e) The figures in the table demonstrate that the most
popular devices among teenagers are smart pens (35 %).
